DIRECTOR’S NOTES:

Welcome to the Ponca Playhouse! We’re so glad you could join us for this production of Shakespeare’s
classic tragedy, Romeo & Juliet.

This is my third time working on a production of Romeo and Juliet, but my first as director. My first
was as the assistant costume designer of a version that saw Romeo as a United States Marine, and Juliet
a young woman in a tightly controlled Afghani family. My second, I was the head costume designer.
Romeo was an Irish-Catholic from the Southie neighborhood in Boston, and Juliet from a well to do
Italian Family.

Both were performed by the same theatre company and in the same space, at the Soldiers and
Sailors monument in Riverside Park on the Upper West Side of Manhattan. This stunning stone
monument and its adjacent amphitheater were my theatrical home over the course of 10 summers of
non-stop Shakespeare and other classical works with Hudson Warehouse (Now Hudson Classical
Theatre.) The monument itself is a memorial to those who served in the American Civil War, but in my
time there it also served as the battlefields of Hastings and Agincourt, Shrewsbury, and Bosworth Field.

The one constant in these Shakespearean battles was the monument itself. Hudson was a scrappy
company, and we used our environment as our setting. It always struck me as interesting that this
simple stone pillar could work for any war we waged, in any time period. It’s something we don’t
often see in America, but as the great comedian, Suzy Izzard once observed: “Europe: Where the History
Ist”

As I began to plan this production, I of course looked at many photographs and videos of Verona,
Italy, a city that was originally founded as a Roman colony in the first century BC. I was struck by the
realization that to this very day you can walk those streets and find yourself in front of the buildings
referenced in this play. Parts of the Piazza del Erbe are essentially unchanged from the time of Romeo
and Juliet’s writing, and indeed the time of the real Medieval families that inspired it. Verona has become
synonymous with Romeo and Juliet, with its own monuments to the fictionalized versions of these
timeless characters. I wanted to honor what the world has come to view as the “greatest love story ever
told,” while also examining and being true to what I see as the actual central structure of the story:
its violence.

To that end, I chose to place our adaptation in July, 1938. This puts us well within the reign of
Mussolini and the Italian Fascist Party, but just a few months prior to his first official visit to Verona.
While the battles that you will witness in this performance aren’t military in nature, they take place
against the backdrop of a divided society, with families pitted against each other for reasons they may
not even fully understand. The people of our play are not directly engaged in a war, but they are living
under the threat of a changing world order, a government that relishes division, and a local feud that
brings the conflict into visceral proximity. Neighbors, merchants, clergy, children... everyone in this
community is affected by the hatred and violence in the streets. The summer heat is stifling, tempers are
flaring, and patience is waning. Sooner or later, someone will die. The smallest spark will light the fuse of
our story.

To help portray that violence, I was thrilled to be able to finally bring the full talents of fight director
Nathan Oesterle to the Playhouse. While Nathan has created many fights for the Playhouse previously,
this is our first time getting to see the full force of his specialty in historical martial combat realized in a
large group setting. Some of the fights are brutal, but that is the reality of these characters. They have
lived at the edge of a cliff for too long, and now they are tipping over it.

In the midst of such vitriol and hate, we see two young people determined to choose a different path.
They dare to challenge expectations. To choose each other. To choose joy. To choose love. They fail to
escape the violence around them only because those who should help them will not listen, will not take a
longer view of their lives and the possibilities that could come with a different choice. But love still wins.
At last, the tragedy of their deaths and the knowledge of their love ends the violence. Love still wins.
